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 The Mystic Christ is a book in the right place at the right time! While many of us have come from Christian backgrounds we have traveled through other traditions, notably Hindu and Buddhist, in a search for truth. While many have found much wisdom there is also a sense that we would like to be able to see this wisdom in our own traditions as well. Too often we have left our own cultural heritage behind, wounded by the intolerance and bigotry which has been paraded under the name of Christian spirituality. 

The mystic Christ explores what Christianity could be. It offers a vision of the living mystical heart of the Christian tradition and does so with an honestly that is extremely powerful. While certainly this work includes much that is inspirational and moving, the author understands that those brought up on scripture need to know how to deal with scripture. His deep understanding of Christianity, of its texts and history makes this work an absolute gem. We have a detailed and comprehensive critique of the literalist position, a scriptural exegesis based on a profound understanding of mysticism and an outline of what true Christianity should be and can be. The amount of material covered in this work is quite impressive and you will walk away with a much deeper appreciation of the real message of Christ and indeed of the real nature of the spiritual life. One of the most important aspects of this work is it considers Christianity from a non dual angle. For too long scholars have “missed” the essential message of Christianity and emphasized it’s supposed dualistic nature, yet digging below the surface of “conventional” theology and considering such texts as the Nag Hammadi library and others, it becomes quite clear that Christ was another of the great non dual mystics and that his messages resonates with that of Krishna, Buddha and in modern recent times Ammachi. 
 
This is a work that is life changing. For Christians seeking a deeper wisdom, for those of Christian backgrounds sick of narrowness and literalism and yet still wishing to explore their faith, this is a work unparalleled. It offers a mystical and esoteric Christianity, one that is inclusive, one that embraces the world’s spiritual paths as its own and offers a glimpse of a path on which we can all tread together towards a better world, here and hereafter.
