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Offering a complement to Activation of the Sacred Seals is The Mystic Christ. Seals is a personal account of transformation and surrender to Christ-hood, which presents tangible practices for its cultivation and integration, from a feminine point of view.  Mystic Christ, while unquestioningly arising from the heart, is a more intellectual (masculine) undertaking, a methodical and annotated argument for what in Sacred Seals, is a forgone conclusion.

If more inclined to the experiential, one might resist this academic presentation before finding oneself surprisingly engrossed.  The Mystic Christ turns out to be a sound, readable and amusing exposition, addressing most of the common questions and conundrums perpetually debated among both defenders and detractors of mainstream or orthodox Christianity.


Playful, contemporary analogies enliven and elucidate the metaphors of Jesus’ familiar words.  For example, in a discussion of the limits and fallibility of scripture, Walker offers: “When we poke the pin of historical truth in our inflatable boat of scripture, we will have a solid ocean liner to rescue us.  This ocean liner is love.”


Walker moves gracefully between references to a personified God and the Universal principle (the “I AM”).  He presents the Fall as the emergence of the egoic mind.

The simple, irrefutable message of Christ, while drawn primarily from Biblical scripture, is amplified here in the words other Saints of Christian, Buddhist, Hindu, and Islamic traditions (and even pioneers of Spiritual Psychology).  All contribute their distinct voices to the perfect Chord that heralds the fundamental and ultimate supremacy of Love.
