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The Mystic Christ is a thoroughly engaging exploration of the teachings of Jesus from a non-dualist perspective.  Some readers may be put off by the author’s frequent references to statements by Ammachi –the much-loved “hugging saint” of India—presenting them as authoritative statements in a book of Christ and the inner meanings of the Gospels.  But if you have already come to the conclusion that the core truth of all religions is the same, you will find deep meaning and genuine insight on each page.

I would particularly recommend this book to Westerners who have rejected the overly dogmatic Christianity of their youth and adopted the philosophies and spiritual traditions of the East.  The Mystic Christ might just open you to the idea that Christ revealed a genuinely universal spiritual path and worldview.  Mr. Walker frees the words of Jesus from the accretion of centuries of dogma.

Mr. Walker argues convincingly that Jesus taught non-dualistic perspective and emphasized the unity of all things and inherent union of the individual soul with God.  He also makes a good case that Satan is an archetypal embodiment of the ego, the true “adversary”.

This is not a book to be rushed through.  You will often want to close the book after reading a brief passage in order to contemplate the full spiritual implications.  You won’t look at the Bible in the same way after reading The Mystic Christ.  A recommended book.
